Submission Guidelines:  Submission is for a Research Projects in the fields of Information Technology/Software, Electronics/Advanced Materials, Environment/Energy, Life Sciences and Telecom/Media which is in the early – mid development stages. Either corporate or university graduate, post doctoral fellows or researchers can participate.  Entries from South Jersey (Princeton South), Pennsylvania and Delaware are sought. Posters from other areas will be considered. The focus of this competition is partnering, collaboration and visibility, not funding. Each submission should include three statements outlined below:
Clarity
In 100 words or less, describe your product or solution and the problem it will solve or the need it will meet for your customer and one of industries specified above.  Make it brief and to the point. Judges will evaluate your entry based on the clarity of your description. 
Value
In 250 words or less, describe why business or consumers would be compelled to utilize your product or solution. Judges will evaluate the entry based on the strength of your description. 

We suggest you include: 

· Estimate total demand for the solution (market size) 

· Description of state of problem – size or urgency 

· Do you envision your research offering a whole product solution 

· Impact and Results achieved to date
Credibility
In 250 words or less, describe the credibility of your research, company and solution. Judges will evaluate based on the strength of the description. 

We suggest you include:
· Intellectual property 

· Team experience 

· Key partners – include education or research institutes or other technology partners that are involved or needed to successfully conclude the research.
· Background of research team, size, years in research field 

All entrants are required to submit their submissions by Sept. 19.  PLEASE NOTE YOU MAY ENTER AT THE FOLLOWING LINK: http://www.surveymonkey.com/s/delawarevalley.  Descriptions that are longer than the above mentioned format cannot be accepted. You may also send your submission to pfrank@njtc.org 
Ten participants (two in each category, one from education, one from industry) will be selected to present their concept at the event on the afternoon of October 6 in a five minute presentation.  With permission, a video recording will be made of their presentation and will be made available for viewing on www.njtc.tv.  Selected presenters will also have an exhibit table at the event.
